school mission statement we read that our goal is to 

óprovide a Catholic education grounded in Gospel 

values and committed to excellence.ôò To that end, 

he will be working with the HRA staff to ensure that 

the school maintains its Blue Ribbon Status and ac-

creditation through AdvancEd.  

 Mr. Rodgers also has designated a different Gos-

pel value for each month of the school year, giving 

focus to the schoolôs spiritual life. The Gospel value 

is noted daily on WHRA and posted in every class-

room. ñFaith is something that is caught, not taught,ò 

he said. ñIn addition to having these values posted, 

we need to model our faith in our speaking, interac-

tions, and in our actions.ò Mr. Rodgers also encour-

ages Church devotions to the Rosary, Stations of the 

Cross, and Sacrament of Reconciliation. 

 Mr. Rodgers is eager to build relationships with 

parents, staff, students, and the extended HRA com-

munity. Over the coming year, Mr. Rodgers, with 

stakeholders, will be developing a comprehensive 

strategic plan for the future of the school. Once de-

veloped, he will be sharing those plans with the 

HRA community.

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Why a Catholic Education ? 

In-Service brings to light why Catholic Schools are so important  

 Francis Xavier Cronin, author, writer, and public speak-

er, was a guest at the HRA faculty in-service program in 

August. In that all knowledge, truth, and wisdom come 

from God, He must be incorporated into all that is taught, 

not eliminated from education altogether as the public 

sector has done. ñHow can you have a good education 

when you leave out the big question and the real truth,ò 

asked Mr. Cronin. ñHow can you answer the little ques-

tions, if you cannot talk about the big ones?ò  

Please enjoy the following column which Mr. Cronin 

agreed to write for us. We hope it will inspire your faith 

and your commitment to Catholic education. 

     Loving God calls upon 

every dimension of our hu-

manity, every aspect of our 

being. God calls us to love, a 

love without reservation or 

exception, a love that is as 

much emotional as intellec-

tual.  And, He makes this 

very clear. For He calls us to 

love Him with all our heart, 

soul, mind, and strength. 

 And, it is often obvious to 

our modern minds that love is a matter of our hearts 

and will, our feelings and desire.  But, the love of our 

mind may sometimes seem more obscure. Yet, if we 

think about this we can see how the primary activity 

of our minds is reason, our capacity and capability to 

think and think properly.   

  And, this property and propensity to reason is our 

first way to know God substantively and to under-

stand His commands and truths. For His truths are 

not arbitrary nor a mere function of Godôs sovereign 

will.  Many of His truths reveal themselves through a 

proper use of reason.   

 So, a proper and thorough use of reason can 

prove the nature and substance of actual and factual 

truth. And, such truths must find their true source in 

the maker of truth and reason. Such an economy 

leads inevitably to the simultaneous and inseparable 

realities of knowing the truth about life and the Mak-

er of truth in the same instant.   

Knowing truth is more than just a piercing insight or 

a rational and rigorous proof of any particular truth. 

For such knowledge of truth, even scientific truth, is 

always more than mere information, insight, fact. If 

any universal fact is indeed an actual truth, regard-

less of its particular content, this truth is a manifesta-

tion of God Himself.   

 This why in the Hebrew worldview of old, 

knowledge was more than just mere information. In

 Fr. Ron Nuzzi, Senior Director of Renewing 

Identity, Strengthening Education at Notre Dame 

University, nationally known speaker and author on 

the subject of Catholic Education, both entertained 

and informed teachers at the 

Diocesan In-Service program 

in September, as he highlight-

ed federal research recogniz-

ing the success of Catholic 

schools. Here are some of the 

highlights. 

 ñWe live in an age of ac-

countability,ò said Fr. Nuzzi. 

In 2015, the National Assess-

ment of Educational Progress 

(NAEP), the largest national  

assessing agency, responsible  

for the nationôs ñreport card,ò showed that 4th, 8th 

and 12th graders attending Catholic schools sig-

nificantly outpaced students in other private and 

public schools in the areas of math and reading.  

 Catholic schools take the lead in producing 

civically engaged members of society. ñCatholic 

schools produce generous individuals who are are 

more likely to volunteer, run for office, and help oth-

ers. Thatôs because actions speak louder than words, 

and generosity is modeled by their teachers,ò said Fr. 

Nuzzi. Despite the fact that they are paid approxi-

mately 25% less than their public school peers, Cath-

olic school teachers across the nation, on average, 

spend $4,125 annually for educational materials for 

the classroom. ñCatholic school students also wit-

ness generosity in their parents who volunteer or 

help with service projects, from priests who have

 given their lives in service to others,ò he said. 

 Fr. Nuzzi noted other reasons he believes Catholic schools are ñso 

goodò including: 

¶ The foundation of Catholic Schools is excellence, attention to detail, 

a sense of community, respect, and love and care of the children by 

their teachers and their community. 

¶ The network of relationships between the school(s) and the parishes. 

¶ The collective identity and disciplines of the Church. 

¶ The moral zeal and energy that is alive in Catholic schools in Ameri-

ca. 

¶ Catholic school students receive a vision of life that they cannot get in 

public schoolsðthat they are the adopted children of God, and that 

connection to the Almighty is the source that brings meaning to their 

lives, not all the material things the world promotes. 

¶ Students learn that the source of all knowledge is God. Such 

knowledge leads us to deepen our understanding of God and our rela-

tionship with Him.  

 Additionally, Fr. Nuzzi said, ñAt a Catholic school, students see the 

faithfulness of adults around them; they see what it means to be an adult 

believer.ò  

 If there is a renaissance of faith in the United States it will begin in 

Catholic schools, Fr. Nuzzi said. ñThe Catholic school is at the heart of the 

church for it is from these schools that the next generation of Catholics 

will come.ò Â

 The five year mark has come. Once again, Holy 

Rosary Academy must undergo re-accreditation. 

This spring, an AdvancEd team will be on campus to 

identify the strengths and weaknesses of HRA 

through a rigorous, on-site review of classes and fa-

cilities to ensure that ñall learners realize their full 

potential.ò Faculty, students, parents, and community 

stakeholders will be invited to participate.  

 AdvancEd representatives are educators from the 

Nashville Diocese. Based on their findings, the team 

will recommend priority improvements. HRA must 

respond with a plan to address the teamôs recommen-

dations within a specific time frame. Recommenda-

tions from the last reaccreditation process in 2012 

led the Academy to update its website, and make fa-

cility improvements including new windows, up-

grades to the heating and A/C system, etc.   

 The school will be evaluated in a variety of dif-

ferent ways including: self-ranking assessments, 

communications, surveys, teacher observations, and 

interviews with students, faculty, and parents.  

 HRA is also accreditated under the umbrella of 

the Diocese of Nashville. The last diocesan accredita-

tion was granted in 2014.The Diocese of Nashville 

will seek reaccreditation in 2019.  

 Separate from these accreditations, in 2013 Holy 

Rosary Academy was named a National Blue Ribbon 

School by the U.S. Department of Education. In or-

der to be nominated for Blue Ribbon status, a private 

school must perform in the top 15% in the nation in 

reading and math. The graduation rate must be 95% 

or higher. HRA may pursue to be recertified as a 

Blue Ribbon School in the future. Â

 My name is Patricia F., but everyone calls me 

Patch. I graduated from Holy Rosary in 2013, and am 

now a senior at McGavock High School, looking for-

ward to what the future holds.  

 As I look to that future, I think back to the influ-

ential years I spent at HRA. The education I received 

prepared me in so many ways. Academically, I en-

tered my freshman year at McGavock with a strong 

foundation in English, Math, Science, and History 

with study and note taking skills, 

the ability to stay organized, 

the determination to get my 

work done to the best of 

my ability, and the ability 

to meet deadlines. These 

may seem like simple 

things, but I was sur-

prised to learn how few 

students understood these 

basic principles of school 

success. With these skills in 

hand, I was able to excel in various AP and honors 

courses and will be graduating with 4 college credits.  

 Respect for authority is another major difference 

between HRA and most MNPS students. The Holy 

Rosary staff, teachers, and community taught us to be 

respectful of adults and those in charge, to follow the 

rules, and to be kind to one another. We never had to 

question the right way to act. We knew. It was ex-

pected. Believing in and holding this decorum be-

yond the walls of HRA is one of the things that 

spurred the principals at McGavock to request that I 

be an academy ambassador. 

 Before coming to Holy Rosary, my family had a 

strong belief in God; we were actively involved in 

our church, but I wasnôt Catholic. In my HRA reli-

gion classes I learned a lot about the Church, and in 

eighth grade made the decision to become a Catholic. 

This is perhaps the most powerful and significant in-

fluence Holy Rosary had on my life. I canôt think of a 

teacher I knew at HRA who didnôt exemplify the ide-

als of the Catholic Church. They all provided me 

with a great examples, while they led me on the path 

to become part of the Church.

this worldview, such factual knowledge that was ac-

tually true was also a point of relational intimacy 

with God, the knowledge and experience of God 

Himself. 

 For to know truth, any truth, is to know the Mak-

er of that truth, the Maker of all truth. This is why 

Truth with a capital ñTò is the common way we use 

represent this simultaneous reality of factual 

knowledge about the physical universe, about moral-

ity, about philosophy and our relational intimacy 

with God and spiritual experience of Him.      

Now, such a deliberate perspective on reason inher-

ently emphasizes the information of any truth itself 

and the relational and spiritual aspects of Truth, as 

well. And, both of these perspectives implicitly and 

inherently affirm the need and necessity of a proper 

use of reason too.   

 Given this crucial function of reason to the dis-

covery of truth and the experience of God Himself, it 

is imperative we all learn to use our God given ca-

pacity to reason rightly to the best of our ability. For 

beyond our intuitive insights or some epiphanic ex-

perience, reason provides the road most traveled. For 

reason is either a means of discovery or a means of 

knowing, of understanding, a means to real wisdom.   

Frank Cronin notes that Catholic Schools teach students how to reason 
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no sense. Iôve learned about the past and the world 

and the wonders of science. Iôve grown mentally and 

physically alongside other people that started off shy 

and quiet and slowly discovered themselves as teach-

ers led them along and supported them. Kids at Holy 

Rosary are given so many opportunities to discover 

who they are and what they never knew they loved.

 If reason is truly this important, it is probably the 

most universal skill in our development as His disci-

ples. This is why Thomas Aquinas spoke of ñReason 

in man is rather like God in this world.ò This is why 

we all need to learn how to rightly use our reason. 

This is why we all need to use our reason rigorously 

and thoroughly and regularly.  

 And, this is why we all need to read the Scrip-

tures, the Church documents and the Catechism 

along with edifying and instructive books and arti-

cles. For reading is not something to be encouraged 

and praised in and of itself, despite what schools and 

our culture often say.  Reading stimulating, edifying 

and well-reasoned material is important and essential 

to our living, our characterological maturity and to 

our relational intimacy with God.   

 For writing properly done is an exercise in rea-

soning for the authors. Reading properly done is the 

same for the readers. Reasoning is a most important 

part of good writing.  Reason is what makes the case 

and what empowers the take away.  It is what deter-

mines the lasting nature of what is read.  And, read-

ing is a proper use of active thinking and critical rea-

soning.  It is where we most typically use our reason 

and learn and improve our capacity with it.

And, we should do 

this so we may become better disciples of Christ and 

so we may help our children and our spouses, our 

friends and our neighbors, those who are of the faith 

and those without any faith.   

 And, this is why our Catholic schools have such a 

unique approach to education, an approach impossi-

ble in the secular schools, public or private. For in 

our Catholic schools reason is not only part of the 

scientific method.  It is a way to knowledge and truth 

beyond the physical realm.
